Discussion was held regarding Ordinance 101-16, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2012, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO SIDEWALK REMOVAL OF SNOW, ICE AND ACCUMULATIONS.”  Ordinance tabled until next meeting with changed wording.
Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Zimmerman, approving Resolution 101-16, “A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE WATER RATE WITH A 4% INCREASE FOR 2016.”  Roll call vote was taken with two ayes.  McCormick, Dircks and Sauer voted No.  Motion defeated.

Moved by Sauer, seconded by Eganhouse, approving Resolution 101-16, “A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE WATER RAtE WITH A 3% INCREASE FOR 2016.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Zimmerman voted No.  Motion carried. 

Gary Hughes from East Central Iowa Council of Governments shared the process for applying for a CDBG grant for the water plant improvements and other funding for new water meters and a radio read system.  Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Zimmerman, authorizing the City to sign an agreement to hire ECICOG to assist with the administration of preparing, applying for and administration when grant is awarded from the State of Iowa.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding getting more bids for insulating the Fire Station.  The City will advertise for this work.

Bids were shared regarding the cleaning out and backfilling the basement and reworking the water line at 106 Water Street.  S.C. Oberbreckling Excavating and Construction bid $1,900.00 and would backfill the basement with lime and Oberbreckling Concrete & Excavating bid $1,890.00 and would backfill with dirt.  Moved by McCormick, seconded by Eganhouse, accepting the bid for $1,890.00 from Oberbreckling Concrete & Excavating for this work.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Zimmerman voted No.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding a Time clock/ Payroll statement for employees to sign.  McCormick shared this was given to him by the City’s attorney.  Mayor McAtee stated she was just in a training class and this was not acceptable according to the State and Federal guidelines.  No action was taken.
Discussion was held regarding the west sidewalk on the Hwy 38 bridge over Walnut Creek.  Discussion was regarding not maintaining/clearing snow and or ice to allow snowmobile to cross the bridge.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Zimmerman to allow the snowmobiles to use the west sidewalk.  Vote was taken with three ayes.  McCormick and Dircks voted No.  Motion passed.

Discussion was held regarding an agreement between the City of Olin and River Valley.  This agreement would allow River Valley to provide an operator and the scissor lift to assist City Maintenance to put up and take down Christmas Decoration on downtown light poles.  In return, the City would sand the icy areas at River Valley during the winter months.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dircks, approving this agreement.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Jacki Luckstead and Holly Hall from Jones County Extension Service presented information about the ISU Extension Summer Discovery Camp.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, approving a donation of $300 toward this camp for the Olin children who attend.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, approving the request for an “Examination” by the Iowa Auditor’s Office by the former Mayor.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held informing the Mayor and Council members to take the National Incident Management System (NIMS) Incident Command System (ICS) 100, 200 and 700 classes to become certified.  This is available on line.

Discussion was held regarding a request to have Fireworks in Olin on Friday, February 26th with the fundraising event at the Legion.  Council is requesting more details prior to approving this request.

Department reports were reviewed.  
Sheriff Graver shared the December Sheriff’s report with 14 calls and that a onetime charge would be added to the otherwise no change contract for law enforcement services.
Lief shared an electrical issue is being researched and fixed with the generator at the Lift Station.  The City is submitting an application for WWTF Permit renewal.  Meters have been delivered and will be installed after training.   

Delinquency reports were reviewed. Discussion was held regarding collecting on delinquent water bills.  A letter will go out and the policy will be printed on the back of the water bills in February.  Payroll reports were available for December.
A budget workshop is scheduled for Tuesday, January 19, 2016 at 6:00p.m.

McCormick shared the Jamboree Committee would like to be a sub-committee of the Olin Park Board.  Discussion was held regarding the additional cost of insurance for the Jamboree.  More research will be done before a decision will be made.

McCormick gave a reminder to the Fire Chief as well as all employees that there is a No Smoking Policy for City buildings and City equipment.  This is not being enforced.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, adjourning at 8:54 pm.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
