Moved by Dircks, seconded by Eganhouse, approving RESOLUTION 401-16, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY CLERK TO WRITE OF AS UNCOLLECTABLE CERTAIN WATER, SEWER, AND COLLECTION OF SOLID WASTE ACCOUNTS.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding Water Plant Improvement Project.  Water & Sewer Committee reviewed the submitted Qualifications from the following Engineering Firms:  Fehr Graham, French-Reneker-Associates, IIW, and Snyder & Associates.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, moved to hire Snyder & Associates to assist the City with the Water Plant Improvement Project.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Mayor McAtee shared a letter draft to send to all residents/landlords regarding the Clean Check Backflow Prevention Valve.  Council approved the letter to be mailed.
Discussion was held regarding vacating the west alley north of Highland Street and a portion of the east alley north of Highland St.  No action was taken to make any changes.  All remains the same.
Update was shared the properties at 410 and 415 West Second Street have been inspected for asbestos.  The removal of as asbestos is completed.  The Demolition will take place later this month.  
Question was raised regarding cleaning up the ashes from a fire of a shed on Highland Street.  No action taken at this time. No known address for the owner.
Discussion was held regarding follow up on nuisance properties.  Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Sauer, to send more letters will be mailed explaining the nest step of citing Municipal Infractions with penalties up to $750 for the first offense.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.  Mayor McAtee will be sending letters thanking the folks who did clean up.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, approving the renewal of the Telephone Franchise.  Ordinance will be on next agenda.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Moved by Dircks, seconded by Eganhouse, to purchase a small chainsaw for 239.00.  This will be paid for evenly from general fund, road use, and water & sewer funds.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Sauer, seconded by McCormick, to purchase a pipe crimper for $250.00.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Zimmerman, to accept a bid of $405.00 for cutting down a dead ash tree on West Cleveland.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Request was made to consider allowing chickens within the City limits.  Moved by McCormick, seconded by Sauer to not allow chickens within the city limits.  Roll call vote was taken with three ayes.  Eganhouse and Zimmerman voted no.  Motion carried.  

Mayor McAtee proposed putting in a speed bump on Maple Street.  Council disagrees with the idea and states many other will want speed bumps as well.  She also shared the plans to pursue housing/construction projects that have not been completed over several years.
The March Sheriff’s report with 14 calls was reviewed with no discussion.  
McCormick shared predictions from Emergency Management meeting that heavy snow fall is expected for winter of 2016/2017 and flooding may be as bad as 2008 in the spring of 2017.

Three applications for planning and zoning were reviewed.  Two were approved.  Council has questions regarding one and this request was tabled. 

Delinquency reports were reviewed.   McPherson verified she was allowed to approve sidewalk applications.
McCormick questioned why no dates were on the payroll reports for McPherson & Bircher.  McPherson reviewed and they are there user must scroll to the left on the screen.

McCormick wanted to know if paychecks would be mailed to Council going forward.  There was only an oversight last month.

McCormick questioned part time employees getting more hours than regularly scheduled.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, adjourning at 7:48 pm.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
