Eagle Point Solar Tyler Billmeyer and General Manager Jim Pullen gave explanation of how the investor process works as well as the billing process and what savings the City should see and when.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Dircks, authorizing Tyler and Jim to move forward in creating a contract agreement to have a Power Purchase Agreement for the City and an investor.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding analyzing renter versus property owner being responsible for water billing.  Resolution with clarification will be on July agenda.

Discussion was held regarding street and sidewalk project.  With overlay in place some ramps are not in compliance.  McPherson will notify project manager.
Discussion regarding changing alley to one-way.  No change will be made.

Email was read from Melissa and Jacob Cress requesting temporary (on weekends) to have 2-3 goats tied out to eat the over growth of the hillside behind their property.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dircks, to approve this on a temporary basis when Cress’ are home and can monitor animals.  Vote was taken with three ayes.  No Borst.  Absent Eganhouse.  Motion Carried.

Clarification was shared with the Council regarding deposits and refunds.  

Discussion was held and one bid shared to replace the Gravely zero-turn mower.  Council directed to get more bids for lawn mowers, pull behind mowers and utility tractors for July meeting.

Mayor McAtee shared progress and work being put in for cleaning up nuisances and dangerous buildings.  Shared attending the Jones County Supervisors meeting to request the addition of an Ordinance assisting Cities and the County in obtaining property on tax sale and shortening the timeframe.

McAtee shared Tina James resigned from Olin EDC.
