Bid was reviewed from Visu Sewer.  Tabled due to more bids coming in.
Requested to have carpet in meeting room at the fire station taken out and have the floor painted with textured paint.  Fire Department will clean out the room.  City Maintenance will remove carpet and paint floor.  Moved by Tarbox, seconded by Dircks, to proceed with the above plan for the floor in the fire station meeting room.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding a curb cut that was supposed to take place for a resident on Jackson St with no action taken.

Discussion was held regarding a camper being parked and lived in on a residential property.  A letter has been sent.  McPherson will be checking with the City Attorney on the next steps.

Discussion was held regarding generators running 24 hours per day.  McPherson will check the Ordinances to verify if we have any rules regarding this other than a noise nuisance.

Mayor Borst mentioned the yard waste area and the gate to go to the mouth of the creek.   Folks have pulled the posts out of the ground to open the gate.  More secure gate and posts will be put in place to keep the area closed off.
The July Sheriff’s report was not available.    Sheriff’s contract was reviewed.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, approving the contract for 2018-2019 for the amount of $30,310.00.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried. 
Department reports were reviewed.  

Lief shared Mississippi Valley Pump needs to connect the generator.  The remaining items have been installed and completed.  Also Lief will be contacting another companies for bids regarding man holes.
Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated. 
McPherson shared garbage rates will be going up from Wapsi Waste Services.  Resolution will be coming next month for customer rate increase.
