 Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Sauer, approving Resolutions 901-16, “A RESOLUTION SETTING PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED SALE OF 200 JACKSON STREET TO FRIENDS OF OLIN’S EMERGENCY SERVICES.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Bid was reviewed from Mississippi Valley Pump for an electric worm drive winch at the cost of $2,450.00.  Discussion was held stating the City could build a similar winch for much lower cost.  Council in unanimous agreement to disregard bid.  Lief shared changed the speed of the pump with more issues to a slower speed of 75% instead of historical 100% to match second pump that has not had issues.

McPherson shared information regarding Iowa Public Agency Investment Trust (IPAIT) and recommended setting up an agreement to have competitive companies for financial services.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, approving a Financial Services Agreement with IPAIT.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Andrew with True North is ready to meet with the Council.  McPherson will request September 21st or 26th at 6:00 pm to meet.
Bid from Visu-Sewer for manhole rehabilitation was reviewed.  Price for labor $260.00 per hour and $12.00 per gallon of grout.  The project will not exceed $6,000.00.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Eganhouse, to accept the bid for the work with Visu-Sewer.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Updates were given by McPherson on nuisance letters for junk and vehicles and dangerous building letter that were sent out.  Four property owners will have preliminary hearing at Jones County Courthouse on the 14th for Municipal Infraction Citations.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse to contact Iowa Codification to codify the Code of Ordinances for the City of Olin.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Dircks, to sign ECICOG Service Agreement for pursuing the CDBG Housing Rehabilitation Grant.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding spraying/fogging for mosquitoes.  Council was in unanimous agreement to continue to use the chemicals on hand with certified applicator, Travis Benhart.
McPherson shared comparison of existing Konica Minolta copier contract versus Access Systems proposal.  The lease agreement with Konica Minolta will end in January and the billing will decrease by approximately $100 per month.  Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Dircks, approving the continuance and signing of maintenance agreement with Konica Minolta.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding tree removal bids from J & A Tree Service.  Council would like to see competitive bids from Bicknese Tree Service.  

Animal Welfare letter was shared with Council.  This organization will me moving out of the Speer Building by November 1, 2016.  Question regarding prospective buyer was raised.  Mayor McAtee will contact the individual regarding this.

Friends of Olin’s Emergency Services will be meeting on Thursday, September 22 at the Olin Legion beginning at 7:00 pm.

Central Park Lake Restoration Project Informational meeting will be held Tuesday, September 13, at 6:30.

Information was shared of a preliminary discussion regarding ITC upgrading some transmission lines through Olin.  Mayor McAtee and McPherson shared the least private property/resident impacting underground route would be coming down the Grant Wood Trail versus Highland Street.

Sheriff Graver shared the July and August Sheriff’s reports.  July showed 40 calls and August report showed 33 calls.  McPherson shared a letter of interest to have a vehicle moved with expired tags that does not operate on West North St.
Department reports were reviewed.  Noted for Economic Development, a policy has been put in place to offer $500 for signing/advertising for new businesses in Olin.  Invoices or receipts must be presented prior to payment.
Eight planning and zoning applications were reviewed and approved.  Clarification was requested for one on Resident St.

Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  
McPherson requested to go into closed session for discussion regarding personnel issues at 7:47pm.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, adjourning at 8:35 pm.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
