Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Dircks approving Resolution 1101-15, “A RESOLUTION SETTING THE MEETING TIME FOR THE REGULARLY SCHEDULED COUNCIL MEETINGS AT 6:00 PM.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  McCormick voted No.  Motion carried.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by James approving Resolution 1102-15, “A RESOLUTION CERTIFYING TO THE JONES COUNTY TREASURER CHARGES THAT ARE DUE FOR SERVICES OF THE WATER, SEWER AND COLLECTION OF SOLID WASTE FROM THE CITY OF OLIN.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding the need for water meters prior to waiting for the CDBG grant that we will be applying for a year from now.  Lief shared the City of Oxford Junction is looking into upgrading meter systems as well.  The City of Olin would like to establish a possible 28E agreement with the City of Oxford Junction in order to share the equipment for reading the digital meters.  The mayor and council from the City of OJ will be invited to a special meeting to hear presentations from sales personnel to come to an agreement on which meters and company to purchase the meters and equipment from.  Tentative date for special meeting will be Tuesday, November 17th at 7:00pm.
Sheriff Graver shared the October Sheriff’s report with 26 calls.  He also shared an option to discuss with the City’s attorney regarding one specific property where several calls have been made to the Sheriff’s department.  McPherson will pursue this with Attorney Knuth.  Possible nuisance vehicles will be addressed soon.  Security cameras were inquired about of the Sheriff.  He has information to share with the Clerk.  Speeding on Maple Street heading east was discussed as well as Children at Play signage.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, to purchase a tablet for the price up to $300 from Office Depot for Maintenance use.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  James voted No.  Motion carried.  

Request for permission to push deer through the West side of Olin’s green space was shared with the Council.  Council agreed the green space can be used to walk through and push deer as long as there are no guns on the walkers.  The hunters with guns must be on the West side of 42nd Street (north/south stretch) because that will be outside of the City’s limits.  
James shared the discussion held in the Olin Economic Development meeting regarding purchasing “Children at Play” signs for Maple Street and Henderson Street.  There are no sidewalks on these streets and traffic moves too fast for the children who are walking.

Chief Gray shared the request for Council approval of Olin Fire Department By-Laws/Standard Operating Guidelines and Personnel Policies and Procedures.  Moved by McCormick, seconded by James, approving the guidelines and procedures document.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Mayor Gerdes recommended Mike Zoller to be appointed to the Olin Ambulance Board.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, approving the mayor’s recommendation for appointment.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Department reports were reviewed.  
Olin Historical Commission will be holding the 11th Annual Holiday Fest on December 5th.  Watch for flyers.
Lief shared adding a main valve shut off and capping a fire hydrant.  McCormick suggested purchasing a 
sawzall for maintenance.  Dirks suggested purchasing a hammer drill and an impact wrench also.  Zimmerman will check into pricing to purchase a package of these items.   

Delinquency reports were reviewed. Payroll reports were available for September and October.
McCormick shared the building was coming down by the book at 200 Jackson St.  He listed several folks to thank.  The City Attorney is drawing up an agreement for the Friends of Olin Emergency Services to purchase the property from the City.  Upon completion of the structure, the City will purchase the property back from the FOES.
Moved by McCormick, seconded by Zimmerman, adjourning at 8:36 pm.  Vote was taken with five ayes.    Motion carried.
