Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Borst, approving Resolution 1104-17, “A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A RESIDENTIAL ANTI-DISPLACEMENT AND RELOCATION ASSISTANCE PLAN.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding the approval of the IDNR permit for the dirt work to be done on E Locust St.  Information and bids will be gathered for moving and leveling the dirt.
Bob McAtee shared his plan to add a new sanitary service line into the sewer main to the south of his home.  The reasons were given and which problems would be solved by this change.  Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Sauer, to allow McAtee to add this new service line and to waive the $200 connection fee due to all of the issues he has had.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Dee Pudenz and Justin Pope shared with Council they are the owners of the Midwest Mustangs and they “Are here to stay.”  They want to work with the City and community to build support and attendance for their games coming up next season.  Ideas were shared on building spirit.  Council is in complete support as this brings revenue to Olin.

Lief shared the Lift Station was vacuumed out by City of Anamosa staff and equipment.  Lief shared this would be a beneficial agreement to create to have this done one time per year.  Lief also shared there are issues with the Electrical Transducer and it is now out.  The cost is in the range of $1,000.  The system is now working on a float system.  Council directed Lief to order the parts to get back on line.

Lief shared there are 2 trees along Harrison St that are quite hollow and will do much damage if they fall to the neighboring trailer and power lines.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, to approve the estimate from J & A Tree Service to have the trees taken down.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Mayor McAtee shared update on changes that have been suggested by the Olin Elementary to adjust the Public Library activities.  Mayor McAtee will be going to the next School Board Meeting.  Mayor McAtee also shared her opinion and discussion was held regarding the 40 hours which includes the water testing over the weekend.  A form will be created to have each maintenance person sign stating they understand this.
Sheriff Graver was unable to attend. October Sheriff’s reports were available showing 25 calls.    
Department reports were reviewed.  

Mayor McAtee recommended appointing Terry Hamilton as Fire Chief.  Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Dircks, to approve the Mayor recommendation and appointed Hamilton as Chief.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
December 2nd is the Olin Heritage Center’s Holiday Fest.

Lief shared the ton truck is not running right.  It is dying at intersections.  Council directed to get an estimate and diagnosis from Tanner.  Also shared the Dump Truck tailgate is in need of repair.  The wall has come along nicely.  Concrete for the floor will be poured soon and will be able to have ambulance items returned. 
Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  It is time to be tougher and folks will be shut off.   Letters will be sent to landlords for any renters that are delinquent per Council as well.  Additional information regarding the process will be sent to the delinquent accounts as well as land lords when after the 28th.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, adjourning at 7: 52 pm.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
