No new bids were received from sanitary sewer main lining companies.  This is tabled until February to get more bids from lining companies.
Mayor Borst stated City staff is to be more aware and inspect properties and water shut offs when sidewalks are being installed.  If there is any damage, it can be addressed immediately.
Discussion was held regarding the moving of the power pole for the lift station.  Mr. Miller is willing to meet again to discuss further.  As this will not take place until Spring, maintenance must clean up along the fence line.
Discussion was held regarding the seat in Chet’s truck.  Zach will discuss with Chet.
Discussion was held regarding the prohibition of burning leaves and grass on the City streets whether they be asphalt or concrete.  McPherson will gather information to update the Ordinance.

Discussion was held regarding preventable maintenance on water main valves and fire hydrant valves.  This needs to be scheduled regularly and documented where and when this has taken place and shared with the Council.

Discussion was held regarding the request for a horse on the property at 208 E Cleveland St.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dicken, to deny the request and not allow a horse on this property.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Emergency Management is selling their pick up truck.  Council is not interested in placing a bid.

Bids were reviewed for installation of a fence around the solar arrays at Wall Street.  Discussion was held questioning if the City is responsible for fencing these arrays.  McPherson will check with Eagle Point Solar as to the City’s responsibilities.

Discussion was held regarding the installation of a Yield sign at the corner of Oak Street and Barr Street.  This sign was approved previously this year.  It needs to be installed.

Mayor Borst shared he will be addressing issues with both Maintenance staff regarding the issues discussed at the meeting.
The October Sheriff’s report was reviewed with 33 calls. 
Department reports were reviewed.  

Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  The accounts where the water shut off was repaired, need to make more effort to get current or they will be shut off.
Mayor Borst shared the new policy for Vacation and Comp time to be approved is to use the Calendar behind the Clerk’s desk and either the Mayor or Mayor Pro-Tem will initial the request.

Employee Performance Reviews will be taking place following the next three Council meetings.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, to adjourn at 7:15 p.m.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
