Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Sauer, approving Resolutions 1102-16, “A RESOLUTION SETTING PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED APPLICATION FOR OWNER OCCUPIED HOUSING REHABILITATION ASSISTANCE TO THE IOWA DEPARTEMNT OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Eagle Point Solar has been in touch with the City and preliminary information is being shared to prepare for the analysis.
Discussion was held regarding the 28E Agreement with the Friends of Olin’s Emergency Services.  Moved by McCormick to approve and sign the 28E Agreement.  Motion died due to a lack of a second.
Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Zimmerman, to table the issue until the December Meeting.  Roll call vote was taken; Dircks No, Eganhouse Yes, McCormick No, Sauer No and Zimmerman Yes.  Motion failed.

Moved by McCormick, seconded by Sauer, to sign 28E Agreement.  Roll call vote was taken;  Dircks No, Eganhouse No, McCormick Yes, Sauer No, Zimmerman No.  Motion failed.

Housing Rehabilitation was discussed.  Community Development & Housing Needs Assessment was read to Council and audience.  Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Sauer, approving the Assessment.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

McPherson shared the CDBG Owner-Occupied Housing Rehabilitation Administrative Plan and unanimously Council approved as is.

Moved by Sauer, seconded by McCormick, approved the purchase of 12 additional electronic meters.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding the purchase of an aerial photograph of the City of Olin.  No action was taken.

Discussion was held regarding the condition of Shop 2.  Council will take a look at the structure and discuss further at the December meeting.

Mayor McAtee shared the information shared at the previous Mayor’s Meeting regarding the purchase of a new jetter for the 28E Sharing agreement.  This will not affect the current fiscal year budget.  Council will use this information in the planning of the FY 2018 budget.

Councilman Bruce McCormick shared his resignation and thanked the citizens for allowing him to serve on Council.
Scott Lawson shared a presentation regarding information and answers to some questions raised previously about the City’s insurance.  

Mayor McAtee shared information regarding a sanitary sewer backing up and what was found.  Bob McAtee shared what he is intending to do to fix the issue.  He made a request that the City cover the cost of the second plumber visit and bill.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, to pay this cost.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Eganhouse No.  Motion carried.
September Sheriff’s report showed 22 calls.
Department reports were reviewed.  Lief will be attending some classes/conferences.  Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, adjourning at 7:15 pm.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.
